I. POLICY

It is the policy of this Police Department to comply with Kentucky Revised Statute 39F.180 as it relates to a Golden Alert / Elderly missing person. Established procedures will assist members of the Police Department when dealing with a missing or lost “impaired adult”. 

II. DEFINITIONS

A. Impaired adult - a person age eighteen (18) years of age or older who has a verified mental or cognitive impairment and whose disappearance poses a credible threat to the health or safety of the person, as determined by a local law enforcement agency. 
B. Golden Alert – A public notification system that may be used to assist in the safe recovery of a critical missing adult. 
III. PROCEDURE

A. When it is determined the search is for a person who is known or reported to have an organic brain disorder, including but not limited to Alzheimer's disease, the responding officer shall immediately notify their Shift Supervisor who will notify the Chief of Police. A Golden Alert shall immediately be reported to the local emergency management director (statutorily required within two hours)
B. Responding officers should get all vital information to complete a Missing Persons Report, Kentucky ENIBRS report, obtain recent photos and complete all necessary documents to enter the missing person into N.C.I.C. as an Endangered Missing Person. The entry into NCIC will be made without delay.
C. The Media Relations Officer or his designee shall notify local media outlets of the Golden Alert via Media Release
D. Whenever a report qualifies as a Golden Alert, the responding officer shall immediately begin to formulate a plan for locating the individual.  The extent and length of the search should be governed by the available information and evidence. Consideration should be given to using the following resources when appropriate:
a. Canine tracking 

b. Other Law Enforcement agencies/personnel

c. Fire department personnel

d. Emergency Management

e. Volunteers

E. Upon notification, the Emergency Management Director assumes overall responsibility for the ongoing search of the missing person. It shall be his responsibility to notify the, state level, on-duty officer of the Division of Emergency Management. The Division of Emergency Management may utilize the public notification resources available to the Amber Alert notification system during a Golden Alert. ( i.e – Statewide Broadcasters, Transportation Cabinet etc.)

F. In addition to the Golden Alert system the Police Department will utilize every resource available to investigate and facilitate the safe return of all missing persons.
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
